Service begins Tuesday, 
November 1, 2011.

➤ When: Shuttle buses run from 4 a.m. to Midnight, 
Monday – Friday*

➤ How often: Approximately every 3 – 7 minutes

➤ How much: FREE for all!

➤ Where does it go: Shuttle buses operate in a 
counter-clockwise loop across Parkland Boulevard, 
Maple Avenue, Butler Street, Harry Hines 
Boulevard, Medical District Drive and Tex Oak 
Avenue (see the map for more details ➤)

➤ What are the key stops: Parkland Hospital and 
Southwestern Medical District/Parkland Station, 
plus two bus shelters along Parkland Boulevard near 
Parkland’s employee parking lot

Note: Route 703 replaces the Parkland employee 
shuttle van; however, this new service is in addition to 
Routes 822 and 823, which will continue to operate in 
the Southwestern Medical District.

* NO SERVICE on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July 4, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day. Holidays 
falling on a Saturday are generally observed on the preceding Friday. Holidays 
falling on a Sunday are generally observed on the following Monday.
