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INTRODUCTION

Advances in diagnostic radiology, as in other medical disciplines, have been continuous and extensive.  Interpretation of plain films as well as sophisticated nuclear medicine scans, MRI’s, angiography studies, etc. plays an important role in directing a patient’s care.  Knowing which procedure can give the most information for a given diagnosis is also important in managing a patient’s medical problem.  Residents must have some basic knowledge about the interpretation of radiological procedures and the purpose of specific radiology studies.  They must also know the limitations of these procedures.  Residents must also realize that the radiologist should be an active consultant in patient care.

EDUCATIONAL GOALS

At completion of rotation the resident will be able to:

Patient Care

1. Consider applications of common imaging studies in management of their patients during continuity clinic.
2. Read correctly, example imaging studies in an online curriculum.
Communication

1. Effectively complete the online curriculum components and deliver the documentation of such to the residency program.
2. Complete the post-rotation evaluation and provide suggestions for improving the rotation.
Medical Knowledge

1. Discuss appropriate indications, contraindications and effective deployment of various imaging studies used in primary care.
2. Given a common symptom or sign, discuss use of imaging studies in common primary care situations to effectively arrive at appropriate diagnosis.

Practice-Based Learning

1. Discuss at least two online learning resources that can be used to inform patient care decision-making in choosing imaging studies in primary care.
System-Based Practice
1. Coordinate patient care to utilize imaging resources of Parkland Hospital and Dallas community to facilitate patient care.
Professionalism

1. Discuss options for working with radiology staff and consultants to improve patient care, decrease cost, promote wellness, provide patient education, and prevent disease.

2. Follow the policies of the program at Parkland Hospital and respect the policies of UTSW and CMC.

· Complete the evaluation of the two above online teaching tools and turn in that documentation to the Residency Coordinator to receive credit.

The radiology portions of this week may be completed at any time prior to or during the rotation, but the evaluation of the Harvard curriculum and the Challenger scoring must be completed during the NF rotation to receive credit for this week.
