INTRODUCTION 
 
 
1.1 Description of the University  

 
The University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas ranks among the world‟s 
leading academic medical centers, patient-care providers and research institutions.  Its 
faculty members, who are responsible for a broad array of groundbreaking biomedical 
research advances, are respected for their dedication to teaching.  UT Southwestern‟s 
physicians provide patients with the highest quality of care throughout the medical 
center‟s outpatient clinics and affiliated hospitals. 
 
Part of The University of Texas System, UT Southwestern Medical Center includes three 
degree-granting institutions: Southwestern Medical School, Southwestern Graduate 
School of Biomedical Sciences, and Southwestern Allied Health Sciences School.  
These three schools train more than 4,200 medical, graduate and allied health students, 
residents and postdoctoral fellows each year.  
 
As one of the foremost research facilities in the world, UT Southwestern, with its four 
active Nobel Laureates and 17 members of the prestigious National Academy of 
Sciences, educates scientists whose research advances the frontiers of biomedical 
research and whose discoveries benefit society; conduct more than 3,500 research 
projects annually totaling more than $350 million.

 1.2 Objective of this Request for Proposal  
 
The University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center (the “University”) is soliciting 
proposals in response to this Request for Proposal for Selection of a Vendor to Provide 
a Vascular Interventional Surgery Angiographic X-Ray System, RFP No. CAP10-01.  
The Services, which are more specifically described in Section 5.4 (Scope of Work) of 
this RFP, include a complete, single-plane Angiographic X-ray System for vascular 
intervention applications.  It is to be installed in a surgical operating room at St Paul 
University Hospital.  The system, in addition to meeting the specifications listed below, 
must be suitable for this type of installation and must allow use of this room for standard 
surgical procedures as well as for the desired fluoroscopically-guided procedures.  Two 
aspects of this requirement are that the C-arm must have a support/transport system 
and a home position that allows effective use of the floor space in the room and that the 
patient support system (couch) must be suitable for surgical use.

University specifically instructs all interested parties to restrict all contact and questions 
regarding this RFP to written communications forwarded to the University Contact. The 
University Contact must receive all questions or concerns no later than the close of 
business day October 1, 20009. University will have a reasonable amount of time to 
respond to questions or concerns. It is University‟s intent to respond to all appropriate 
questions and concerns; however, University reserves the right to decline to respond to 
any question or concern.  

 
2.3 Criteria for Selection  
 

The successful Proposer, if any, selected by University in accordance with the 
requirements and specifications set forth in this RFP will be the Proposer that submits a 
proposal in response to this RFP on or before the Submittal Deadline that is the most 
advantageous to University. The successful Proposer is referred to as the “Contractor.” 

 
Proposer is encouraged to propose terms and conditions offering the maximum benefit 
to University in terms of (1) services to University, (2) total overall cost to University, and 
(3) project management expertise. Proposers should describe all educational, state and 
local government discounts, as well as any other applicable discounts that may be 
available to University in a contract for the Services.  
 
An evaluation team from University will evaluate proposals. The evaluation of proposals 
and the selection of the Contractor will be based on the information provided by 
Proposer in its proposal. University may give consideration to additional information if 
University deems such information relevant.  
 
The criteria to be considered by University in evaluating proposals and selecting the 
Contractor, will be those factors listed below:   
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2.3.1 the cost of goods and services; 

2.3.2 the reputation of the Proposer and of the Proposer's goods or services; 

2.3.3 the quality of the Proposer's goods or services; 

2.3.4 the extent to which the goods or services meet the University's needs;

2.5 Historically Underutilized Businesses  
 

2.5.1 All agencies of the State of Texas are required to make a good faith effort to 
assist historically underutilized businesses (each a “HUB”) in receiving contract 
awards. The goal of the HUB program is to promote full and equal business 
opportunity for all businesses in contracting with state agencies. Pursuant to the 
HUB program, if under the terms of any agreement or contractual arrangement 
resulting from this RFP, the Contractor subcontracts any of the Services, then the 
Contractor must make a good faith effort to utilize HUBs certified by the Texas 
Building and Procurement Commission.  Proposals that fail to comply with the 
requirements contained in this Section 2.5 will constitute a material failure to 
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comply with advertised specifications and will be rejected by the University as 
non-responsive.  Additionally, compliance with good faith effort guidelines is a 
condition precedent to awarding any agreement or contractual arrangement 
resulting from this RFP.  Proposer acknowledges that, if selected by University, 
its obligation to make a good faith effort to utilize HUBs when subcontracting any 
of the Services will continue throughout the term of all agreements and 
contractual arrangements resulting from this RFP.  Furthermore, any 
subcontracting of the Services by the Proposer is subject to review by the 
University to ensure compliance with the HUB program. 

 
 
2.5.2 The University has reviewed this RFP in accordance with Chapter 1, Texas 

Administrative Code, Section 111.14, and has determined that subcontracting 
opportunities are probable under this RFP.   

 
 
2.5.3 A HUB Subcontracting Plan (“HSP”) is required as part of Proposer‟s proposal. 

The HSP will be developed and administered in accordance with University‟s 
Policy on Utilization of Historically Underutilized Businesses attached as 
APPENDIX TWO and incorporated for all purposes.  

 
Each Proposer must complete and return the HSP in accordance with the terms 
and conditions of this RFP, including APPENDIX TWO. Proposers that fail to do 
so will be considered non-responsive to this RFP in accordance with Section 
2161.252, Government Code. 

 
The Contractor will not be permitted to change its HSP unless: (1) the Contractor 
completes a newly modified version of the HSP in accordance with the terms of 
APPENDIX TWO that sets forth all changes requested by the Contractor, (2) the 
Contractor provides the University with such a modified version of the HSP, (3) 
the University approves the modified HSP in writing, and (4) all agreements or 
contractual arrangements resulting from this RFP are amended in writing by the 
University and the Contractor to conform to the modified HSP. 
 

2.5.4 Proposer must submit two (2) originals of the HSP to the University at the same 
time it submits its proposal to the University (ref. Section 3.2 of this RFP.)  The 
two (2) originals of the HSP must be submitted under separate cover and in a 
separate envelope (the “HSP Envelope”).  Proposer must ensure that the top 
outside surface of its HSP Envelope clearly shows and makes visible:  

 
2.5.4.1 the RFP No. (ref. Section 1.3 of this RFP) and the Submittal Deadline 

(ref. Section 2.1 of this RFP), both located in the lower left hand corner

Any proposal submitted in response to this RFP that is not accompanied by a 
separate HSP Envelope meeting the above requirements may be rejected by the 
University and returned to the Proposer unopened as that proposal will be 
considered non-responsive due to material failure to comply with advertised 
specifications.  Furthermore, the University will open a Proposer‟s HSP Envelope 
prior to opening the proposal submitted by the Proposer, in order to ensure that 
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the Proposer has submitted the number of completed and signed originals of the 
Proposer‟s HSP that are required by this RFP.  A Proposer‟s failure to submit the 
number of completed and signed originals of the HSP that are required by this 
RFP may result in the University‟s rejection of the proposal submitted by that 
Proposer as non-responsive due to material failure to comply with advertised 
specifications; such a proposal will be returned to the Proposer unopened.  (Ref. 
Section 1.5 of Appendix One to this RFP.)  Note: The requirement that 
Proposer provide two originals of the HSP under this Section 2.5.4 is separate 
from and does not affect Proposer‟s obligation to provide the University with the 
number of copies of its proposal as specified in Section 3.1 of this RFP.

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SECTION 4 
 

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
 
 
4.1 General 
 

The terms and conditions contained in this Section 4 or, in the sole discretion of 
University, terms and conditions substantially similar to these terms and conditions, will 
be included in any contract or agreement that results from this RFP (ref. Section 1.4 of 
APPENDIX ONE). 
 
 
As indicated in Section 2.3 of this RFP, the successful Proposer is referred to as the 
“Contractor.” 
 

 
 
4.2 Family Code Child Support Certification 
 

Pursuant to Section 231.006, Family Code, Contractor certifies that it is not ineligible to 
receive the award of or payments under this Agreement and acknowledges that this 
Agreement may be terminated and payment may be withheld if this certification is 
inaccurate. 

 
 
4.3 Eligibility Certification 
 

Pursuant to Section 2155.004, Government Code, Contractor certifies that  the individual 
or business entity named in this Agreement has not received compensation for 
participation in the preparation of the Request for Proposal related to this Agreement 
and is not ineligible to receive the award of or payments under this Agreement; and 
acknowledges that this Agreement may be terminated and payment withheld if this 
certification is inaccurate. 

 
 
4.4 Tax Certification 
 

If Contractor is a taxable entity as defined by Chapter 171, Texas Tax Code (“Chapter 
171”), then Contractor certifies that it is not currently delinquent in the payment of any 
taxes due under Chapter 171, or that Contractor is exempt from the payment of those 
taxes, or that Contractor is an out-of-state taxable entity that is not subject to those 
taxes, whichever is applicable.  

 
 
4.5 Payment of Debt or Delinquency to the State 
 

Pursuant to Sections 2107.008 and 2252.903, Government Code, Contractor agrees 
that any payments owing to Contractor under this Agreement may be applied directly 
toward any debt or delinquency that Contractor owes the State of Texas or any agency 
of the State of Texas regardless of when it arises, until such debt or delinquency is paid 
in full. 
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4.6 Products and Materials Produced in Texas 
 

If Contractor will provide services under this Agreement, Contractor covenants and 
agrees that in accordance with Section 2155.4441, Government Code, in performing its 
duties and obligations under this Agreement, the Contractor shall purchase products and 
materials produced in Texas when such products and materials are available at a price 
and delivery time comparable to products and materials produced outside of Texas. 
 

 
4.7 Notices 
 

Except as otherwise provided in this Section, all notices, consents, approvals, demands, 
requests or other communications provided for or permitted to be given under any of the 
provisions of this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been duly 
given or served when delivered by hand delivery or when deposited in the U.S. mail by 
registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid, and addressed as 
follows:

or such other person or address as may be given in writing by either party to the other in 
accordance with the aforesaid. 

 
 
4.8 State Auditor’s Office 
 

Contractor understands that acceptance of funds under this Agreement constitutes 
acceptance of the authority of the Texas State Auditor's Office, or any successor agency 
(collectively, “Auditor”), to conduct an audit or investigation in connection with those 
funds pursuant to Sections 51.9335(c), 73.115(c) and 74.008(c), Education Code. 
Contractor agrees to cooperate with the Auditor in the conduct of the audit or 
investigation, including without limitation providing all records requested. Contractor will 
include this provision in all contracts with permitted subcontractors. 

 
 
4.9 Venue; Governing Law  
 

Dallas County, Texas, shall be the proper place of venue for suit on or in respect of this 
Agreement. This Agreement and all of the rights and obligations of the parties hereto 
and all of the terms and conditions hereof shall be construed, interpreted and applied in 
accordance with and governed by and enforced under the laws of the State of Texas. 
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4.10  Breach of Contract Claims  
 

4.10.1 To the extent that Chapter 2260, Government Code, as it may be amended from 
time to time ("Chapter 2260"), is applicable to this Agreement and is not 
preempted by other applicable law, the dispute resolution process provided for in 
Chapter 2260 will be used, as further described herein, by University and 
Contractor to attempt to resolve any claim for breach of contract made by 
Contractor:  

 
4.10.1.1  Contractor‟s claims for breach of this Agreement that the parties cannot 

resolve pursuant to other provisions of this Agreement or in the ordinary 
course of business will be submitted to the negotiation process provided 
in subchapter B of Chapter 2260. To initiate the process, Contractor will 
submit written notice, as required by subchapter B of Chapter 2260, to 
University in accordance with the notice provisions in this Agreement. 
Contractor's notice will specifically state that the provisions of 
subchapter B of Chapter 2260 are being invoked, the date and nature of 
the event giving rise to the claim, the specific contract provision that 
University allegedly breached, the amount of damages Contractor 
seeks, and the method used to calculate the damages. Compliance by 
Contractor with subchapter B of Chapter 2260 is a required prerequisite 
to Contractor's filing of a contested case proceeding under subchapter 
C of Chapter 2260. The Chief Business Officer of University, or the 
other officer of University as may be designated from time to time by 
University by written notice thereof to Contractor in accordance with the 
notice provisions in this Agreement, will examine Contractor's claim and 
any counterclaim and negotiate with Contractor in an effort to resolve 
the claims.  

 
4.10.1.2 If the parties are unable to resolve their disputes under Section 4.11.1.1, 

the contested case process provided in subchapter C of Chapter 2260 
is Contractor‟s sole and exclusive process for seeking a remedy for any 
and all of Contractor's claims for breach of this Agreement by 
University. 

 
4.10.1.3  Compliance with the contested case process provided in subchapter C 

of Chapter 2260 is a required prerequisite to seeking consent to sue 
from the Legislature under Chapter 107, Civil Practices and Remedies 
Code. The parties hereto specifically agree that (i) neither the execution 
of this Agreement by University nor any other conduct, action or inaction 
of any representative of University relating to this Agreement constitutes 
or is intended to constitute a waiver of University's or the state's 
sovereign immunity to suit and (ii) University has not waived its right to 
seek redress in the courts. 

  
4.10.2  The submission, processing and resolution of Contractor‟s claim is governed by 

the published rules adopted by the Texas Attorney General pursuant to Chapter 
2260, as currently effective, thereafter enacted or subsequently amended.  

  
4.10.3 University and Contractor agree that any periods set forth in this Agreement for 

notice and cure of defaults are not waived. 
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4.11 Compliance with Law 
 
Contractor is aware of, is fully informed about, and in full compliance with its obligations under 
existing applicable law and regulations, including but not limited to Title VI of the Civil Rights Act 
of 1964, as amended (42 USC 2000(D)), Executive Order 11246, as amended (41 CFR 60-1 
and 60-2), Vietnam Era Veterans Readjustment Act of 1974, as amended (41 CFR 60-250), 
Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (41 CFR 60-741), Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 
USC 6101 et seq.), Non-segregated Facilities (41 CFR 60-1), Omnibus Budget Reconciliation 
Provision, Section 952, Fair Labor Standards Act of 1938, Sections 6, 7, and 12, as amended, 
Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986, and Utilization of Small Business Concerns and 
Small Business Concerns Owned and Controlled by Socially and Economically Disadvantaged 
Individuals (PL 96-507), the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 USC 12101 et seq.), the 
Civil Rights Act of 1991 and all laws and regulations and executive orders as are applicable. 

 
 

4.12 University’s Right to Audit 
 
At any time during the term of this Agreement and for a period of four (4) years thereafter 
University or a duly authorized audit representative of University, or the State of Texas, at its 
expense and at reasonable times, reserves the right to audit Contractor's records and books 
relevant to all services provided under this Agreement.  In the event such an audit by University 
reveals any errors/overpayments by University, Contractor shall refund University the full 
amount of such overpayments within thirty (30) days of such audit findings, or University, at its 
option, reserves the right to deduct such amounts owing University from any payments due 
Contractor. 
 
 
4.13 Access to Documents 
 
To the extent applicable to this Agreement, in accordance with Section 1861(v)(I)(i) of the Social 
Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1395x) as amended, and the provisions of 42 CFR Section 420.300, et 
seq., Contractor agrees to allow, during and for a period of not less than four (4) years after the 
Agreement term, access to this Agreement and its books, documents, and records; and 
contracts between Contractor and its subcontractors or related organizations, including books, 
documents and records relating to same, by the Comptroller General of the United States, the 
U.S. Department of Health and Human Services and their duly authorized representatives. 
 
 
4.14 Insurance 
  
  

4.14.1 Contractor, consistent with its status as an independent contractor, will carry at least 
the following insurance in the form, with the companies and in the amounts (unless 
otherwise specified) as University may require: 

 
4.14.1.1 Workers‟ Compensation Insurance with statutory limits, and Employer‟s 

Liability Insurance with limit of not less than One Million Dollars 
($1,000,000) per accident or disease. Policies must include All States 
Endorsement and a waiver of all rights of subrogation and other rights 
against the University;  
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4.14.1.2 Commercial General Liability insurance, including Blanket Contractual 
Liability, Broad Form Property Damage, Personal and Advertising Injury, 
Completed Operations/Products Liability, Medical Expenses, Interest of 
Employees as additional insureds and Broad Form General Liability 
Endorsements, for at least One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per 
occurrence on an occurrence basis; 

 
4.14.1.3  Commercial Automobile Liability insurance covering all owned, non-owned 

or hired automobiles to be used by Contractor, with coverage for at least 
One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) Combined Single Limit Bodily Injury and 
Property Damage;  

 
4.14.2 Contractor will deliver to University: 

 
4.14.1.1 Evidence satisfactory to University in its sole discretion, evidencing the 

existence of all the insurance promptly after the execution and delivery 
hereof and prior to the performance or continued performance of any 
services to be performed by Contractor hereunder from or after the date of 
this Agreement; and 
 

4.14.1.2  Additional evidence, satisfactory to University in its sole discretion, of the 
continued existence of all required insurance not less than thirty (30) days 
prior to the expiration of any required insurance. If, however, Contractor 
fails to pay any of the renewal premiums for the expiring policies, 
University will have the right to make the payments and set-off the amount 
thereof against the next payment coming due to Contractor under this 
Agreement. 

 
 Such insurance policies, with the exception of Workers‟ Compensation and 

Employer‟s Liability, will name and the evidence will reflect University as an 
Additional Insured and will provide that the policies will not be canceled until after 
thirty (30) days' unconditional written notice to University, giving University the right 
to pay the premium to maintain coverage, in which event Section 11.2.2 will apply. 

  
4.14.3 The insurance policies required in this Agreement will be kept in force for the 

periods specified below: 
  

4.14.3.1 Commercial General Liability Insurance,  and 
 

4.14.3.2  Workers' Compensation Insurance and Employer‟s Liability Insurance will 
be kept in force until the Services have been fully performed and accepted 
by University in writing. 
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4.15 Indemnification 
 

4.15.1 TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, CONTRACTOR WILL AND DOES HEREBY 

AGREE TO INDEMNIFY, PROTECT, DEFEND WITH COUNSEL APPROVED BY UNIVERSITY, 
AND HOLD HARMLESS UNIVERSITY AND THE UNIVERSITY OF TEXAS SYSTEM, AND 

THEIR RESPECTIVE AFFILIATED ENTERPRISES, REGENTS, OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, 
ATTORNEYS, EMPLOYEES, REPRESENTATIVES AND AGENTS (COLLECTIVELY 

“INDEMNITEES”) FROM AND AGAINST ALL DAMAGES, LOSSES, LIENS, CAUSES OF 

ACTION, SUITS, JUDGMENTS, EXPENSES (INCLUDING REASONABLE ATTORNEYS‟ FEES), 
AND OTHER CLAIMS OF ANY NATURE, KIND, OR DESCRIPTION (COLLECTIVELY 

“CLAIMS”) BY ANY PERSON OR ENTITY, ARISING OUT OF, CAUSED BY, OR RESULTING 

FROM CONTRACTOR‟S PERFORMANCE UNDER THIS AGREEMENT AND THAT ARE 

CAUSED IN WHOLE OR IN PART BY ANY NEGLIGENT ACT, NEGLIGENT OMISSION OR 

WILLFUL MISCONDUCT OF CONTRACTOR, ANYONE DIRECTLY EMPLOYED BY 

CONTRACTOR OR ANYONE FOR WHOSE ACTS CONTRACTOR MAY BE LIABLE. THE 

PROVISIONS OF THIS SECTION WILL NOT BE CONSTRUED TO ELIMINATE OR REDUCE 

ANY OTHER INDEMNIFICATION OR RIGHT WHICH ANY INDEMNITEE HAS BY LAW OR 

EQUITY. 
 
4.15.2 IN ADDITION, CONTRACTOR WILL AND DOES HEREBY AGREE TO INDEMNIFY, PROTECT, 

DEFEND WITH COUNSEL APPROVED BY UNIVERSITY, AND HOLD HARMLESS 

INDEMNITEES FROM AND AGAINST ALL CLAIMS ARISING FROM INFRINGEMENT OR 

ALLEGED INFRINGEMENT OF ANY PATENT, COPYRIGHT, TRADEMARK OR OTHER 

PROPRIETARY INTEREST ARISING BY OR OUT OF THE PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES OR 

THE PROVISION OF GOODS BY CONTRACTOR, OR THE USE BY INDEMNITEES, AT THE 

DIRECTION OF CONTRACTOR, OF ANY ARTICLE OR MATERIAL; PROVIDED, THAT, UPON

4.16 Publicity 
 
Contractor agrees that it shall not publicize this Agreement or disclose, confirm or deny any 
details thereof to third parties or use any photographs or video recordings of University 's 
employees or use University's name in connection with any sales promotion or publicity event 
without the prior express written approval of University.  
 
 
4.17 Assignment of Overcharge Claims 
 
Contractor hereby assigns to University any and all claims for overcharges associated with the 
Contract arising under the antitrust laws of the United States, 15 U.S.C.A., Sec. 1 et seq., or 
arising under the antitrust laws of the State of Texas, Business and Commerce Code, Sec. 
15.01, et seq. 
 
 
4.18 Observance of University Rules and Regulations 
 
Contractor agrees that at all times its employees, agents and permitted subcontractors (if any) 
will observe and comply with all regulations of the facilities, including but not limited to, no 
smoking, parking and security regulations. 
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4.19 Assignment and Subcontracting 
 
Except as specifically provided in any Historically Underutilized Business Subcontracting Plan 
(“HSP”) attached as Exhibit TWO to this Agreement and incorporated for all purposes, neither 
Contractor's interest in this Agreement, its duties and obligations under this Agreement nor fees 
due to Contractor under this Agreement may be subcontracted, assigned, delegated or 
otherwise transferred to a third party, in whole or in part, and any attempt to do so will (1) not be 
binding on University; and (2) be a breach of this Agreement for which Contractor will be subject 
to any remedial actions provided by Texas law, including Chapter 2161, Government Code, and 
1 Texas Administrative Code (“TAC”) Section 111.14. University may report nonperformance 
under this Agreement to the Texas Building and Procurement Commission (“TBPC”) in 
accordance with 1 TAC Chapter 113, Subchapter F, Vendor Performance and Debarment 
Program.

The parties to this Agreement are aware that there are constitutional and statutory limitations on 
the authority of the University (a state agency) to enter into certain terms and conditions of this 
Agreement, including, but not limited to, those terms and conditions relating to disclaimers and 
limitations of warranties; disclaimers and limitations of liability for damages; waivers, disclaimers 
and limitations of legal rights, remedies, requirements and processes; limitations of periods to 
bring legal action; granting control of litigation or settlement to another party; liability for acts or 
omissions of third parties; payment of attorneys‟ fees; dispute resolution; indemnities; and 
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confidentiality (collectively, the “Limitations”), and terms and conditions related to the 
Limitations shall not be binding on University except to the extent authorized by the laws and 
Constitution of the State of Texas.

4.26 Premises Rules 
 
If this Agreement requires Contractor‟s presence on University's premises or in University‟s 
facilities, Contractor agrees to cause its representatives, agents, employees and permitted 
subcontractors (if any) to become aware of, fully informed about, and in full compliance with all 
applicable University rules and policies, including, without limitation, those relative to personal 
health, security, environmental quality, safety, fire prevention, noise, smoking, and access 
restrictions. 
 
 
4.27 Debarment

SPECIFICATIONS AND ADDITIONAL QUESTIONS 
 
 
5.1 General  

 
A point-by-point response (with numerical reference to the section number) to the 
specifications and requirements in Section 5 of this document is required.  ALL 
RESPONSES TO QUESTIONS MUST BE GIVEN IN THE FOLLOWING FORMAT: 
SECTION REFERENCE--RESTATE QUESTION--VENDOR WRITTEN RESPONSE.   
Attaching a manufacturer's system specifications brochure does not constitute an 
acceptable response.  No response or insufficient information will be regarded as an 
exception to that requirement and will be considered to reflect an inability to meet that 
requirement.  FAILURE TO PROVIDE A POINT-BY-POINT RESPONSE WILL BE 
CONSIDERED TO BE NONRESPONSIVE TO THE REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL. 
 

The minimum requirements and the specifications for the Services, as well as certain 
requests for information to be provided by Proposer as part of its proposal, are set forth 
below. The Proposer should provide a complete set of specification sheets for all 
equipment offered.  As indicated in Section 2.3 of this RFP, the successful Proposer is 
referred to as the “Contractor.” 
 
The basic requirements for the desired Vascular Interventional Surgery Angiographic X-
Ray System system are described in starting in Section 5.2.  The response should 
specify the components of the system and the capabilities and specifications of each 
item.  If minimum requirements are given, the response should indicate that these 
requirements are met (and the extent to which they are exceeded), or that the vendor 
specification does not meet the minimum requirement (and the extent to which it does 
not).  Any further explanations or data should be referenced and submitted as an 
additional part of the proposal. 
 
The response should include a list of every option available on the proposed system with 
the corresponding price.  The upgrades discussion should include any works-in-progress 
that the vendor wishes to share.  In addition, specify whether we have the option to 
acquire the described works-in-progress with a “not to exceed” pricing at time of 
purchase.  The warranty section should include information about the response times for 
repairs and delivery of parts, the definitions of the operational vs. down time of the 
system, and penalties for failure to perform as specified.  The service and maintenance 
description should contain information about the number of local service personnel 
trained and certified to repair the proposed system, and where they will be 
headquartered.  The documentation response should describe the manuals and 
schematics and other system information to be provided. 

 
5.2.0    Technical Specifications 

     5.2  X-RAY GENERATOR 

5.2.1 A high frequency generator with fast closed-loop feedback systems for tube voltage and 
tube current appropriate for interventional radiologic procedures is required. 

5.2.2 A high frequency generator with a minimum power rating of 100 kW is required.  Any 
conditions limiting the power of the supplied system to less than this rated power must be 
fully explained. 
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5.2.3 The maximum tube-potential provided by the generator should be no less than 125 kVp. 

5.2.4 Radiographic and pulsed mode mA:  At least 1000 mA is required. 

5.2.5 Continuous fluoroscopic mA:  At least 10 mA is required. 

5.2.6 Reproducibility:  A maximum tolerance of no more than 5% for tube voltage, tube current, 
and exposure time is required. 

5.2.7 Exposure time and termination time:  The tube voltage must rise to 90% of its peak value 
in 1 msec or less and to 100% in less than 3 msec.  The tube voltage must drop to 0 in 
less than 1 msec upon termination of the exposure. 

5.2.8 X-ray tube voltage ripple of less than 5% is required. 

5.2.9 Pulsed fluoroscopy: High current pulsed fluoroscopy at rates up to 30 frames per second 
is required. 

5.2.10 The generator and x-ray tube should be able to function in a high dose rate mode. 

5.2.11 Dose reduction: The response should emphasize all dose reduction methods 
implemented by the system.  To allow the comparison between systems, the proposal 
should include information about dose rates with several phantom or patient situations.   
The details of the measurements should be included.  Systems that optimize (minimize) 
dose are strongly preferred. 

5.3 POWER AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONING 

5.3.1 The response must include specific details regarding power, air conditioning, and chilled 
water requirements.  Any HVAC, mechanical, plumbing or power requirements not 
separately and explicitly specified in this response will become the responsibility of the 
vendor.  A site planning guide, if available, should be provided with the response to this 
RFP. 

5.3.2 It is the responsibility of the vendor to work with the purchaser to ensure that the 
available electric power meets all equipment requirements.  The vendor is expected to 
conduct a power survey or provide alternative evidence to substantiate this requirement.  
Any U.P.S., power conditioners, isolation transformers or similar required equipment 
must be specified in the response. The power survey and additional equipment should be 
separately priced. 

5.4 X-RAY TUBE 

5.4.1 An anode heat capacity of 1,800,000 Heat Units or more is required.  A heat 
dissipation rate of up to 400,000 HU/min is also required. 

5.4.2 The nominal sizes for the small, medium, and large focal spots should be in the 
0.3 mm, 0.6 mm, and 1.0 mm range, respectively.  Focal spot sizes must be 
stated in the proposal as NEMA or IEC nominal sizes. 

5.4.3 Water/oil closed circuit cooling is desired.  Specify if other method is used (e.g., 
forced air cooling). 

5.4.4 The x-ray tube warranty shall be at least two (2) years non-prorated. 

5.4.5 A small anode angle is desired, within the limits imposed by the need to cover 
the full field of view of the image receptor. 
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5.4.6 Copper or other x-ray spectral filters capable of automatic positioning should be 
provided for radiation dose reduction purposes. 

5.5 COLLIMATORS 

5.5.1 Symmetrical rectangular collimators that are independently adjustable are 
required. 

5.5.2 Beam forming shutters should be provided. The shutters should have 
approximately 0.5 mm Cu attenuation. 

5.5.3 A wedge-shaped (tapered) filter that can be rotated 360  as well as translated in 
and out is required.  Please specify any alternative compensation filter 
configuration. 

5.5.4 The shutters should have continuous 180  rotation. 

5.6 IMAGE RECEPTOR 

5.6.1 A large format Flat Panel Detector with a minimum width or length dimension of 
12" is required.  Rectangular or square detector configurations are acceptable. 

5.6.2 If a rectangular detector is offered, the detector should permit rotation to allow 
“landscape” or “portrait” acquisition (long axis of detector perpendicular to or 
parallel to the long axis of the patient table), depending on the imaging task 
undertaken. 

5.6.3 At least three modes of magnification are required. 

5.6.4 The dimension of the dead space between the edge of the active area of the 
image receptor and the edge of the collision bumper should be provided in the 
response. 

5.6.5 The vendor should submit specifications on the image receptor that is proposed, 
including specifications for detector pixel size and detector fill factor and, for each 
imaging mode, the following:  image pixel size, pre-sampling Modulation Transfer 
Function (as a function of spatial frequency, not a single number) as determined 
with an edge-spread function using the procedures of IEC 62220-1, and 
Detective Quantum Efficiency (as a function of spatial frequency, not a single 
number) as determined by IEC 62220-1 

5.6.6 The vendor shall provide specifications of the maximum number of bad individual 
pixels, the maximum number of bad lines or columns, and the maximum number 
of bad pixel clusters allowed  

5.7 PATIENT TABLE 

5.7.1 A single-pedestal floor mount is desired, with large table overhang at full 
extensions, especially toward the head end. 

5.7.2 A free floating table of low attenuation construction (such as carbon fiber) is 
required.  The table top should be less than 1 mm Al equivalent attenuation. 
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5.7.3 Table dimensions: A long tabletop (approximately 3 meters) is appropriate, with a 
narrow width (approximately 45 cm) toward the head end, and approximately 20 
cm wide head support section. 

5.7.4 Table top motions: A full-float table top with electro-mechanical locks is required. 

5.7.5 Longitudinal movement sufficient to ensure head-to-foot coverage without an 
extender is required. 

5.7.6 Lateral motions of 20 cm or more to either side of the centerline are required.   

5.7.7 Motor driven vertical motion of 30 cm or more is required.   

5.7.8 The vendor’s response must state the ranges of motion and speeds of motion for 
all movements. 

5.7.9 The table should pivot a minimum 90  for easy patient access in emergencies.  
State the pivot range of motion. 

5.7.10 A full set of patient positioning and restraining accessories is required.  A 
complete list and description of all included accessories shall be given. 

5.7.11 A table that can support maximum patient weight of at least 450 lbs. is required.   

5.7.12 If a table extender is standard on the proposed unit, the vendor’s response must 
state this and give a description of the extender. 

5.8 DISPLAY AND REVIEW HARDWARE  

5.8.1 High brightness 18” or larger flat panel monitors are required. 

5.8.2  A four monitor ceiling suspended configuration is required.  (2 for 
radiographic/fluoroscopic use, one for a physiologic monitor, and one for other 
modalities.) 

5.8.3 The monitors should be mounted on an arm/rail system to allow for easy 
positioning. 

5.8.4 The control room monitors should meet the same specifications as the in-room 
monitors. 

5.8.5 It must be possible to review a previously acquired case in the control room while 
new acquisitions are being made in the room. 

5.8.6 Each monitor shall have ambient light sensors for automatic brightness and gain 
adjustment. 

5.9 C-ARM SYSTEM AND CONTROLS 

5.9.1 The C-arm may be floor or ceiling mounted. 

5.9.2 The C-Arm must move about isocenter in all 3 axes to allow maximum flexibility 
in positioning. 
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5.9.3 The ability to remember C-arm position relative to the patient while adjusting C-
arm approach is required. 

5.9.4 An isocentric, counterbalanced, multidirectional C-arm is required. 

5.9.5 Angulation and rotation of the C-arm should be motor driven. 

5.9.6 Table-side controls should include but not be limited to: 

a) Acquisition parameters 

b) Field of view 

c) Fluoro levels 

d) Fluoro timer reset 

e) Room light on/off 

f) Collimator and filter control 

g) Initiation and control of fluoroscopic operation and angiographic runs 

5.9.7 In addition to tableside control, the control room should have the capability to 
initiate digital acquisitions. 

5.9.8 Rotation speed around all axes should be at least 15 /sec. 

5.9.9 Built-in collision safety control is required.  Over-ride of the collision control to 
allow releasing the patient in emergency situations is required 

5.9.10 User programmable automatic positioning of the C-arm is required with at least 
10 preprogrammed configurations. 

5.9.11 The system shall allow the user to define a “home” position during an exam, with 
one button activation to return to “home”. 

5.9.12 Required C-arm motion limits: 

a) Must have LAO/RAO angulation of at least 240 . 

b) Must have caudal/cranial angulation of at least 100 . 

c) Radius must be at least 90 cm. 

d) Focal spot to isocenter must be at least 75 cm. 

e) SID must be at least 115 cm 

f) Floor to isocenter should be in the 105 to 115 cm. range. 

g) A motor driven variable SID is required.  The SID should have at least 30 
cm. of adjustment and should be in the 80-120 cm range. 
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5.10 IMAGE DISPLAY AND ANALYSIS (CONSOLE ) 

5.10.1 The system shall allow operator drawing of multiple elliptical, rectangular and 
freehand regions of interest (ROIs) and shall provide the number of pixels and 
area of the ROI, and the mean, maximum, minimum and standard deviation of 
the pixel values. 

5.10.2 The system shall allow the operator to use an electronic caliper for measuring 
distances and angles on the images. 

5.10.3 The system shall allow a user selectable line profile to be plotted and analyzed 
on the display screen. 

5.10.4 The system shall allow full zoom and pan functions for closely observing the 
images. 

5.10.5 The system shall allow for histograms and image segmentation of regions of 
interest. 

5.10.6 The following image processing algorithms shall be supported: Fractional pixel 
shift for re-registration, automatic pixel shift, vessel analysis and stenosis sizing, 
zoom, pan, noise reduction, edge enhancement, image averaging, re-masking 
for subtraction, and generation of photo files and movie objects for embedding in 
presentations.  Other processing applications that the vendor deems appropriate 
for the work performed in this room should be offered, specified, and priced. 

5.10.7 The system shall allow immediate run review without operator intervention 
following exposure termination. 

5.10.8 A video output for fluoroscopic images should be provided.  Appropriate 
connections for automatic control of a video recorder should be included.  A 
video recorder should be included as a separate option. 

5.11 DIGITAL STORAGE AND DISPLAY CAPABILITIES 

5.11.1 Video memory: There must be two independent video memories, so that two 
stored images or series can simultaneously be displayed on two separate 
monitors. 

5.11.2 Fluoroscopy modes:  The digital storage, processing, and display system must 
operate with the fluoroscopic/agiographic system and provide at least the 
following modes: 

a) Normal fluoroscopy with last image hold. 

b) Image averaging and/or integration for noise reduction. 

c) Road mapping.  A desirable option would be 3-dimensional road-
mapping. 

d) Subtraction of stored images. 

5.11.3 Digital storage of images: Non-volatile high speed storage in digital form of a 
minimum of 40,000 images, each in true 1024 x 1024 x 12 bit matrix is required.   
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5.11.4 Archive storage: Specify device used (e.g., CDR, DVD+R, etc.) and storage 
capacity (in bytes and approximate number of images).  A true multitasking 
system with no delay between archiving and the next acquisition is desired. 

5.11.5 Filming of stored images: A network-printing interface to a DICOM laser camera 
is required. 

5.11.6 The system shall be capable of transferring data in the background to a review 
workstation and/or archive system. 

5.11.7 Lossless data storage is required.  Specify compression methods and ratios that 
are supported.  

5.12 DIGITAL FLUOROSCOPY/ANGIOGRAPHY FEATURES 

5.12.1 Images should be acquired at 1024 by 1024 and at 12 bits.  A higher bit depth is 
preferred. 

5.12.2 Pulsed fluoroscopy – must have grid-pulsed fluoroscopy at rates between 1 and 
30 fps. 

5.12.3 Stored fluoroscopy – must be able to save at least the last 10 seconds of fluoro 
when in 30 f/s mode. 

5.12.4 Last image hold/store – system must have last image hold.  The user must be 
able to store/save this image. 

5.12.5 Virtual collimation – The ability to see the collimator edges overlaid on the last-
image-hold as the collimator is adjusted while no x-rays are generated is required 

5.12.6 Frame averaging – The ability to average fluoro images to reduce noise is 
required.  

5.12.7 DSA- The unit must offer up to 15 frames per second acquisition in 1024 by 1024 
mode. 

5.12.8 Anatomical programming of procedures by both “canned” and operator-specified 
techniques is required. 

5.12.9 Road-mapping is required.  A desirable feature would be 3-dimensional road 
mapping 

5.12.10  Single shot or “spot film” digital acquisition capability is required. 

5.13 DOSE MONITORING CAPABILITES 

5.13.1 Dose monitoring software/hardware which records exposure time, dose 
rates, cumulative dose, and dose area product or equivalent is required.  The 
instantaneous dose-rate to the reference point shall be displayed while x-rays are 
being produced and the cumulative dose to the reference point shall be displayed 
at all other times.  The cumulative fluoro time, fluoro cumulative dose, and fluoro 
cumulative dose area product dose will be stored with the patient exam images. 
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5.13.2 The entrance dose and dose area product for each digital acquisition run 
(DA or DSA run) will be stored with the patient exam images. 

5.14 ROTATIONAL ANGIOGRAPHY  

5.14.1 A rotational angiography package shold be quoted as an option. 

5.14.2 The rotational arc should cover at least 240 . 

5.14.3 The system should acquire at 1024x1024  mode. 

5.14.4 The system should rotate at 30 /sec or faster. 

5.14.5 All reconstruction and transfer rates of the rotational data must be specified. 

5.14.6 The system should have a frame rate of at least 30 frames/sec.  The frame rate 
should be variable. 

5.14.7 The system should allow the acquired images to be viewed in subtracted mode 
(when two successive runs are made) and non-subtracted mode. 

5.14.8 The system should provide projection angle (rotation/angulation) identification on 
each image of a rotational scan. 

5.15 BOLUS CHASING 

5.15.1 The system shall be capable of bolus chasing.  Describe components and 
specify whether a stepping table or moving C-arm implementation is used. 

5.16 DICOM 3.0 CONFORMANCE AND NETWORK CONNECTIVITY 

5.16.1 A fully functioning DICOM 3.0 compliant interface is required for both the image 
acquisition system and the optional independent workstation. 

5.16.2 The applicant must submit a DICOM conformance statement for the proposed 
devices (modality and workstation). 

5.16.3 At a minimum, the following DICOM features must be implemented: 

a) image format must be Part 10 compliant,   

b) images and cine loops must be capable of being stored as 
fluoroscopic image objects and XA objects, 

c) tomographically reconstructed transverse images from rotational 
angiographic acquisitions must be capable of being stored as CT 
objects 

d) the system should be an image storage class user, 

e) the system should be an image storage class provider for CT and 
MR objects.  Both conventional and multiframe objects should be 
supported,  

f) the system should be a Query/Retrieve user and provider, 
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g) the general-purpose workstation provided should be an image 
storage class provider for all imaging modalities, 

h) the system must be  basic gray-scale printer class user, 

i) the system must be advanced printer class user, 

j) the system must support basic worklist management, and 

k) the system must support modality performed procedure step. 

5.16.4 The purchaser must be able to access and modify the site specific configuration 
parameters.  (e.g. IP addresses, DICOM AETs, DICOM port numbers, DICOM 
security matrices) necessary for maintenance of an extended, multi-institutional 
PACS.  The purchaser shall own the rights for this access.  If hardware or 
software keys are required to modify the DICOM configuration parameters, they 
must be provided under this proposal.  

5.16.5 Any additional proprietary or confidential information that is required to maintain, 
modify, or configure the DICOM capabilities of the system should be explicitly 
noted in the proposal. 

5.16.6 Cost of DICOM maintenance and upgrading during the warranty period must be 
covered by the warranty or must be clearly specified as a separate item. 

5.16.7 University Hospital supports a 1 GB network, therefore the unit should interface 
with this type of network and be provided as part of the bid with appropriate 
network interface cards.  As part of the initial installation, the following warranty 
service, and any continuing service agreement, the successful bidder will be 
required to work with other vendors and the purchaser to integrate the system 
into an existing and growing DICOM network. 

5.16.8 Any additional DICOM gateway hardware or software that may be required shall 
be clearly indicated and shall be included as a separate item on the bid. 

5.17 RADIATION BARRIERS 

5.17.1 An x-ray barrier for use by the radiologist during procedures shall be included.  A 
ceiling mounted system is preferred.  The barrier shall have a 0.5 mm lead 
equivalent clear window panel at least 24” high by 30” wide for the viewing of 
patients when used. 

5.17.2 A below-table radiation barrier to absorb scattered radiation from the patient 
when the c-arm is in PA position is desired.  This can be in the form of a lead 
curtain or skirt that is movable so that it may be positioned close to the area at 
which the x-ray beam enters the patient. 

5.18 EXAM LIGHT 

5.18.1 A ceiling suspended exam light is desired.  The light should be mounted on a rail 
and armature to allow easy positioning. 

5.19 ACCESSORIES 
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5.19.1 A complete set of accessories is required.  These should include all pads, blocks, 
pillows, head holders, arm cradles, etc. needed to fully utilize the equipment.  
The proposal shall include a list of all included and optional accessories.  
Optional accessories shall be listed as individual line items with prices. 

5.20 CONSOLE COMPUTER SYSTEM 

5.20.1 The vendor is asked to provide a detailed description of the console computer 
system and any supplementary image processing computers that are part of the 
system.  The description shall include, but not be limited to: 

a) Manufacturer and model 

b) Processing speed 

c) Operating system 

d) Memory size 

e) Hard disk capacity 

f) Display monitor configuration and specifications 

5.20.2 The system shall allow multitasking.  Image acquisition, image processing, image 
display and image filming shall be performed concurrently. 

5.20.3 All processing, viewing and manipulation capabilities should be identical in the 
exam room and the control room. 

5.20.4 The ability to view images from other modalities in the exam room and control 
room is required.  Specific modalities for this requirement include MR, US, and 
CT. 

5.20.5 The system shall have a microphone/speaker 2-way intercom system allowing 
communication between the control room and the exam room. 

5.20.6 A UPS and power conditioning system for the console and any supplementary 
image processing computers shall be included. 

 
5.21   WARRANTY – An 18 month full warranty will be provided under the same conditions as 

the vendor's standard warranty for the equipment shall apply and be spelled out.  The 
proposal must contain a description of the warranty which addresses: 

a. Duration of coverage and specifics. 

b. Standard working hours during which warranty labor is provided without charge. 

c. Cost (if any) of labor outside of normal working hours. 

d. Components (if any) not covered. 

e. Software updates, upgrades, patches, revisions, etc. 
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f. Frequency and scope of routine and preventive maintenance included under 
warranty.  The vendor will provide a preventive maintenance checklist and a list 
of supplies required for PMs.  

5.22 DOCUMENTATION - Two complete set of documents shall be provided to the purchaser 
at the completion of installation, including: 

a. Installation and pre-staging test results. 

b. A copy of all paperwork and forms required by any and all state and federal 
agencies. 

c. Operator manuals (two copies). ).  All software documentation should include an 
introduction, name of the software, version and date, name of the programmer, 
references, copyright restrictions and distribution policy, update policy, 
distribution media, purpose of program, hardware requirements, acquisition 
requirements, and details of analysis protocol.  It is permissible to provide this in 
the form of a CD or DVD 

d. Maintenance and service manuals, including schematic diagrams and technical 
description of system circuitry and interconnections (two copies, one for the site 
records and one for the site engineer). 

e. Revisions and upgrades, sufficient to provide an "as-installed" document base. 

5.23 OPERATOR TRAINING - On-site training of operators shall be provided.  The proposal 
should include details of such training. 

5.24 INSTALLATION SCHEDULE- It is intended that installation, operator training, final 
acceptance and first billable clinical procedure will have been completed within three 
months of the awarding of the final contract.  After examining the site requirements and 
conferring with the purchaser's representatives, the successful vendor shall present an 
installation schedule and plan as part of the proposal and shall cooperate with the 
purchaser's engineering group in developing a final installation schedule. 

5.25 DELIVERY DATE - The vendor shall offer a delivery date within 90 days of acceptance of 
their proposal by the purchaser.  The successful vendor may be asked to submit to 
financial penalties if they are responsible for delivery and installation not being 
completed within the time agreed to in the contract. 

5.26 UP-TIME GUARANTEE - The purchaser requires an up-time guarantee of 99%.  Up-time 
is defined as the time the system is up and 100% functional.  The percentage of up time 
will be based on 24 hours/day, 7 days/week.  Up-time will be calculated on a monthly 
basis.   Scheduled preventive maintenance and upgrades are not counted as down time.  
The vendor will not be held responsible for time the unit is unavailable for service.  It is 
the vendor’s responsibility to document this time. 

During the warranty period, if the system has an up-time below 50% in any month, or 75% average over 2 months, the 
vendor will replace the system with a comparable system at no cost to the purchaser.  The purchaser has the option of 
declining this exchange. 

If the system has an up-time between 85% - 99% the warranty period will be extended 
by  2 days for each 1% of down time below 100%. If the system has an up-time between 
75% - 85% the warranty period will be extended by 4 days for each 1% of down time 
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below 100%.  If the system has an up-time between 50%-75%, the warranty period will 
be extended 8 days for each 1% of down time below 100%. 

5.27 MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS - Requirements for any proprietary software or 
hardware that University Hospital or third-party service vendors would require for 
performance of routine maintenance, calibration, or physics checks must be clearly 
stated.  The proposal should include as an option the cost of securing or licensing such 
hardware or software. Failure to include or mention such information will mean that all 
such hardware and software is part of the purchase price and University Hospital will 
have full rights and ownership of such hardware and software. 

5.28 SERVICE AND TECHNICAL SUPPORT REQUIREMENTS - The vendor must provide 
documentation to demonstrate that local service can provide one (1) hour or less 
telephone response time and four (4) hour or less on site response for service calls.  The 
vendor must supply information about the location and delivery system for parts. The 
successful vendor must provide an application support system with a toll free telephone 
number that is open at least ten hours per working day. 

5.29 REMOTE DIAGNOSTIC SERVICE - Remote equipment diagnostics will be considered as 
an option.  The vendor should indicate if such a service is offered and detail any 
additional costs.  It should be implemented over the internet via a VPN.  If offered, the 
vendor must provide details of the service, explicitly stating the guaranteed response 
time and describing the resources enabling this response time.  

5.30 TRAINING OF IN-HOUSE SERVICE ENGINEERS – The options and corresponding 
prices for service training of the purchaser's in-house service engineers at various levels 
should be presented.  The location of the training site, the frequency of course 
availability, the number of days of training, the topics covered, and the documentation 
provided as course material for each course offering must be specified. 

5.4 OPTIONS 

5.4.1  Maintenance contract – The bidder should propose a multi-year contract covering hardware 
and software maintenance, commencing at the end of the warranty period, renewable at the 
purchaser's option on an annual basis.  Details should include: 

a. Cost and details of basic coverage. 

b. Added cost and details for coverage outside of normal working hours. 

c. Added cost for coverage of auxiliary devices.

1.1 Purpose  
 

University is soliciting competitive sealed proposals from Proposers having suitable qualifications and experience 
providing services in accordance with the terms, conditions and requirements set forth in this RFP. This RFP provides 
sufficient information for interested parties to prepare and submit proposals for consideration by University.  
 
By submitting a proposal, Proposer certifies that it understands this RFP and has full knowledge of the scope, nature, 
quality, and quantity of the services to be performed, the detailed requirements of the services to be provided, and the 
conditions under which such services are to be performed. Proposer also certifies that it understands that all costs relating 
to preparing a response to this RFP will be the sole responsibility of the Proposer.  
 
PROPOSER IS CAUTIONED TO READ THE INFORMATION CONTAINED IN THIS RFP CAREFULLY AND TO SUBMIT 
A COMPLETE RESPONSE TO ALL REQUIREMENTS AND QUESTIONS AS DIRECTED.  

 
1.2 Inquiries and Interpretations 
 

University may in its sole discretion respond in writing to written inquiries concerning this RFP and mail its response as an 
Addendum to all parties recorded by University as having received a copy of this RFP.

1.4 Type of Agreement
